Two matches will be governed by Civilian Marksmanship Program (CMP) 
regulations and a total of 35 rounds to be fired (CMP- A-Course): 

5 sighting shots (5 minutes) 
10 shots slow fire prone (10 minutes) 
10 shots rapid fire prone (80 seconds) 

10 shots slow fire standing (10 minutes) 
All firing is from 200 yards on SR Targets.  “As Issued” & “Unlimited” M1s allowed . 

 
Registration: 8 a.m. and Noon - Matches at 9 a.m. and 1 p.m. 

 
$30 for one match or $35 for both matches 

A few club Garand rifles may be available for match use – call for availability.  Competitors to 
supply own ammunition.  There is a limited supply of M2 Ball ammo for sale.  If using a club rifle, 
competitors will be required to use club ammo.  Triggers may be randomly checked. 

 
Each shooter registered by May 24th will receive a match T-shirt.
